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Introduction

The GENUS automatic garment scanning system can be used for a variety of applications including:-

· Batch Scanning (counting and checking)

· Receipt of Goods (Goods-In) and put-away

· Picking

· Sorting to Store / Manufacturer / Department

· Returns to Manufacturer

The GENUS system can be ordered with any number of gates. This document details just one of the many applications available, namely, batch scanning, which requires just one gate mechanism.

Batch Scanning Application.

This GENUS application allows a batch number to be entered and then the GENUS system will either:-

A. Scan any number of garments and associate them with the batch number entered (non-scanned garments will be rejected).

Or

B. Scan any number of garments and only associate those specified by an input file with the batch number entered (any garment not specified in the input file will be rejected).

To use the system as in A above, simply enter the batch number and use the system. GENUS will summarize the garments scanned on the screen and also create an output file (batchnumber.csv) in the format:-

"HH:MM:SS","BARCODE"

To use the system as in B above, you will require an input file (batchnumber.input) in the following format:-

BARCODE, QUANTITY

To use the system, simply double-click the GENUS icon on the PC desktop, this will launch the GENUS application….

Automatic Batch Scanning
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Once a batch has been scanned, the control system will turn on (if not already running) and garments can be fed on to the GENUS scanning system.  The GENUS system is capable of scanning up to 120 garments per minute (7200 per hour).  To ensure there are no ‘gaps’ between garments (and hence increase throughput) make sure you set the garment density correctly. 

New batches can be scanned whilst the system is running. This will close the current batch and open the new batch instantaneously.

Manual Adjustment to Batch Detail



Clicking the Cancel button on either the ADD Item or REMOVE Item sub-screens will simply return the user to the Batch Number prompt without adjusting the batch in any way.

Management and Set-Up


The Genus Manager screen allows the user to…

· Set a new ‘manager’ password.

· Test each of the inputs and outputs (by clicking on the yellow labels).

· Set the default garment density.

· Set which rail is considered the ‘success’ rail.

· Set the directory where GENUS will search for input files and create output files.

Clicking the ‘Write to File’ button to update GENUS with any changes made.

Note: It should never be necessary to change input/output addresses.
Scan the batch number. This will open the input file (if there is one) and set the batch total. Batches may be re-opened; GENUS will detect what has been scanned previously and update the scan summary accordingly. Opening the first batch will automatically start the control system.





Scan Summary.


Shows the quantity required and quantity scanned for each unique barcode. 


Pressing F12 on this table will allow you to create an excel spreadsheet.


Click the column headers to sort the table in that order (ascending or (on 2nd click ) descending). 





Click the Minus Sign to remove garments from a batch. The sub-screen to the right will appear. Then scan (using the keyboard scanner) the garment to remove from the batch.





Click the Plus Sign to add garments to a batch. The sub-screen below will appear. Then scan (using the keyboard scanner) the garment to add to the batch.





Click the pointer to adjust the garment density. This can be done whilst the machine is running.





Click the ‘Set-Up Manager’ button, enter the correct password. GENUS will now display the Manager Screen.
